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3. AGE:   The maximum age limit shall be 45 years as on 1
st
 August, 2011 for the candidates who have 

acquired P.G. degree with three years experience as Senior Residents/Tutors. 

 The upper age limit prescribed above will be relaxable:- 
 

i)  By 5(five) years for candidates belonging  to the categories  of  Scheduled Caste (S.C.), 

Scheduled Tribe (S.T.), Socially and Educationally Backward Classes (S.E.B.C.), Women and 

eligible Ex-Servicemen.   

 ii)   By 10(ten) years for to Physically Handicapped candidates. 
 

Provided that, a person who comes under more than one category mentioned above, shall be 

eligible for only one benefit of upper age relaxation, which shall be considered most beneficial to 

him/her. 
 

4.  EDUCATIONAL QUALIFICATION: A candidate must have obtained Post-Graduate Degree i.e. 

M.D./M.S./M.D.S./Medical M. Sc, as the case may be, in the concerned speciality or D.M./M.Ch. in the higher 

speciality or any other equivalent degree or qualification prescribed and recognized by the Medical Council of 

India. Besides, the candidates must have obtained 3 (three) years teaching experience as a Tutor/Senior 

Resident from a recognized Medical Institution after obtaining D.M./M.Ch./Post Graduate qualification in the 

said discipline.
